VII. vSesokolsky slet mél v roce 1920 prokazat silu sokolstva a prispét ke konsolidaci

Ubytovani a stravovani u polnich kuchyni zapujcenych
armadou si hradili Gc¢astnici sletu sami. Americti sokolové vypomohli pjckou
padesat tisic dolart, z nichz polovinu vénovali pozdéji Sokolu jako dar. Vlastni
sletové slavnosti byly zahajeny 25. Cervna cvicenim sokolské mladeze, pristi den
vystoupila armada. Ve dnech 27. az 30. Cervna se uskutecnila cviceni muzl

a zen a sletové zavody. V hlavnich dnech sletu cvicilo na Letné na 70 000 cvicencl
a cvicenek. Zavérecného privodu se poprveé zucastnily také zeny. Poprvé také zazneél
nochod Josefa Suka V novy zivot. VII. slet splnil veSkera ocekavani, ale soucasné
jasné ukazal, ze Letna je pro rozmér sokolskych sletl ponékud tésna. Navic budovat
nokazdé zbrusu noveé cviCisté v misté, kde se konala cela rada dalSich sportovnich
akci, bylo organizacné slozité a nakladné.

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First Slet in Czechoslovakia

In 1920 Sokol Slet VII was to show the strength of the Sokol movement, to
contribute to the consolidation of the community, to revive the training of the Sokol
unions, as well as to show the ethnic minorities as well as foreign powers the ability
of the Czech and Slovaks to live a normal civic life in the new country. Therefore,
the government representatives were very interested in the success of the Slet, but
at the same time they were worried about supply and transport difficulties. With

the help of the Ministry of National Defence, the provisory war hospital buildings

at the future Slet premises - Letenské plané — were removed and wooden platforms
were built. The accommodation committee provided 66 thousand beds in private
and at schools. The Slet participants paid for the accommodation as well as catering
provided from food wagons. The American Sokol members provided a loan of fifty
thousand dollars, of which half was later donated to the Sokol movement. The Slet
festivities were opened on 25 June by Sokol youth performance; the Army performed
on the following day. From 27 to 30 June, there were performances by men and
women and Slet contests. On the main days of the Slet, 70,000 men and women
performed at Letna. Women participated in the final procession for the first time.
Josef Suk’s march - V novy zivot - also had its debut. Slet VII met all expectations
but 1t also showed that Letna was not big enough for the Sokol Slet events.
Moreover, building a brand new training ground where many other sports events
took place would be organizationally difficult and expensive.
