Po skonéeni VII. viesokolského sletu poZzadovalo vedeni Ceskoslovenské obce
sokolské po vlade, aby Sokolu 1 ostatnim télovychovnym organizacim vybudovala
staly prostor pro hromadna télocvicna vystoupeni. Predstavitelé statu sokolum
vyhovéli a volba padla na lokalitu tzv. strahovskych lomd. Ta byla sice pro vystavbu
velké plochy nevhodna, ale rozhodlo, ze majitelem pozemkl byla prazska obec, ktera
je v Cervnu 1925 propujcila statu na 80 let pod podminkou, ze budou vyuzivany

k télovychovnym (celdm. Jiz v srpnu byly zahajeny zemni prace, které postupné
staly ve 20. letech statni pokladnu 15 miliond korun, inzenyrské sité zavedené na
et prazské obce, predstavovaly investici 8 miliona. V prubéhu 9 mésicu vznikl
stadion schopny pojmout 14 000 cvicencl a 130 000 divakd.

VIII. vSesokolsky slet se tak poprvé mohl konat na nové upravené ploSe na Strahove
ve dnech 26. Cervna az 6. Cervence 1926. Na sletu cvicilo 24 802 muzu, 17 125 zen,
16 264 dorostencl, 14 076 dorostenek, 6 680 zakyn a 5 784 zak(. Kvuli sletovym
slavnostem piijelo do Prahy na 800 000 navstévnik( a mezi divaky opét nechybély
osobnosti politického a spolecenského Zzivota v Cele s T. G. Masarykem. V ramci sletu
se konaly zavody v atletickych vicebojich, plavani, hrach a v lednu poprvé také

v lyzovani. Na porad sletovych slavnosti byly zarazeny 2. hry stfedoskolské mladeze.

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Strahov Stadium

When Sokol Slet VII ended, the management of the Czechoslovak Sokol Society
demanded that the government build permanent premises for collective sports
performances for Sokol and other sports organisations. The state representative
agreed and chose the location of the Strahov open pits. The area was not suitable
for large-scale construction, but the decisive fact was that the owner was the Prague
Community that lent it to the state in June 1925 for 80 years provided that the area
was used for sports purposes. The excavation works were launched in August that
year. The government paid 15 million crowns throughout the 1920s, and engineering
communications and service pipelines installed at the cost of the Prague Community
amounted to 8 million crowns. Over nine months, a stadium with a capacity of
14,000 athletes and 130,000 spectators was built.

For the first time, Sokol Slet VIII was organised at the newly prepared area in
Strahov from 26 June to 6 July 1926. 24,802 men, 17,125 women, 16,264 juniors -
boys, 14,076 juniors — girls, 6,680 pupils — girls and 5,784 pupils - boys, performed.
800,000 visitors came to Prague for the Slet festivities, including personages from
political and social life, led by T. G. Masaryk. Competitions were organised within
the Slet - athletics, swimming, games, and for the first time also skiing in January.
Second Games of Secondary School Youth were added to the programme of the Slet
festival.
