Tyrsuv dum

Nejvétsi stavbou a investici Ceskoslovenské obce sokolské bylo vybudovani
vicelcelového, reprezentativniho komplexu v centru Prahy - TyrSova domu.

V roce 1921 zakoupilo vedeni Sokola od prazské obce Michndv palac a vypsalo
verejnou soutéz na projekt jeho prestavby. Vitézny projekt architekta FrantiSka
Krasného pocital s umisténim sokolské administrativy, nakladatelstvi, restaurace

a sokolského muzea. Noveé vyrostla budova télocvicny, bazén a ubytovna pro
posluchace cvicitelskych a vzdélavacich Skol. Slavnostnim otevienim vystavba
TyrSova domu neskoncila. Uz v poloviné Gnora 1926 zahajil provoz hotel Sokolsky
domov a stavebni Gpravy pokracovaly az do 2. svétové valky. Stavbu TyrSova domu,
v cené 25 miliond korun, financovalo vedeni Ceskoslovenské obce sokolské ze
zisku VII. vSesokolského sletu, prispévkd jednot, dart penéznich Gstavd, statni
dotace a vytézk( vécné loterie. Znaény finanéni pfinos hospodafeni Ceskoslovenské
obce sokolské predstavovalo zeyjména poradani sletll. Ke sletovym ziskim prispéla
skutecnost, ze (castnici sletu nesli veSkeré naklady spojené s dopravou a pobytem
a navic vsichni ¢lenové museli odvést sletovou dan ve vysi 10 K¢ na hlavu. Sokolska

obec se také vénovala vlastnimu podnikani: hotel Sokolsky domov, plovarna,
nakladatelstvi a od roku 1927 vydavani rodinného tydeniku Jas.

Tyrs's House

Building a multi-purpose, representative complex in the centre of Prague — Tyrs's
House - was the largest construction and investment of the Czechoslovak Sokol
Society. In 1921, the Sokol management purchased the Michna Palace from the
Prague Community and announced a public procurement for the reconstruction
project. The winning project by architect FrantiSek Krasny included the Sokol
administration, a publishing house, a restaurant and a Sokol museum. The current
building was expanded by a gymnasium, pool and a lodging house for students of
sports and educational schools. The construction of Tyrs's House did not end with
1ts ceremonial opening. The Sokolsky domov hotel started operation in mid-February
1926, and the structural adjustments continued until WWII. The construction of
Tyrs's House cost 25 million crowns and was financed by the management of the
Czechoslovak Sokol Society from the profit of Sokol Slet VII, contributions from
unions, donations from banks, state subsidies, and lottery receipts. The organisation
of Slet festivals represented a substantial financial contribution to the management
of the Czechoslovak Sokol Society. The fact that the participants of Slet bore all

the costs related to transport and housing contributed to Slet profits. Moreover, all
members had to pay a Slet tax of CZK 10 per person. The Sokol Society also ran its
own businesses: the Sokolsky domov hotel, swimming pool, publishing house, and
1ts own family weekly called Jas since 1927.
