Sokolsti gymnasteé
na mezinarodni scéne

Nejaspésnéjsim sokolskym sportem byla gymnastika, ve které sokolsti zavodnici
predstavovali v mezivaleéném obdobi absolutni svétovou Spicku. Nejprestiznéjsi
mezinarodni soutézi se v této dobé stalo gymnastické méreni sil na olympijskych
hrach. Olympiada, poradana v roce 1924 v Parizi, pfinesla ¢eskoslovenskému sportu
i sokoldim historicky dspéch. Soutéz ve $plhu na lané ovladl Bedfich Supéik a ziskal
tak pro Ceskoslovensko prvni zlatou olympijskou medaili. Navic nezlistalo u jediné.
Sup&ik vybojoval také bronz ve viceboji, Robert Prazak ziskal tfi stfibrné medaile
(ve viceboji, na kruzich a bradlech) a na dvé bronzové medaile (ve Splhu a na
kruzich) dosahl Ladislav Vacha. Na nasledujici olympiadé v Amsterodamu zazafilo

v roce 1928 duo sokolskych gymnastl Ladislav Vacha a Emanuel Loffler. Vysledkem
bylo Vachovo zlato na bradlech a stfibro na kruzich a Lofflerovo stribro v preskoku
a bronz na kruzich. Svoji svétovou extratrfidu potvrdili sokolové rovnéz druhym
mistem v soutézi druzstev. Olympijské hry, poradané v roce 1936 v Berlinég, se staly
okazalou demonstraci sily nacistického rezimu. Souboj reprezentantt dvou velkych
télocviénych systéml, sokolského a turnerského, prinesl jeden z vrcholl her

v podobé sestavy Aloise Hudce na kruzich, ktera vesla do déjin olympijskych her.
Na olympiadé se poprvé objevil také gymnasticky zavod druzstev zen. Sokolsky tym
se umistil druhy za némeckymi gymnastkami.

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Sokol Gymnasts at the
International Scene

Gymnastics was the most successful Sokol sport, with Sokol gymnasts representing
the world elite in the interwar period. The Olympics were the most prestigious
international competition. The Paris 1924 Olympics brought historical success

to Czechoslovak sport and Sokol as well. BedFich Sup&ik won the rope climbing
competition and received the first gold medal for Czechoslovakia. And that was

not the only medal. Sup&ik also won third place in all-around; Robert Prazak won
three silver medals (all-around, rings and bars), and Ladislav Vacha won two bronze
medals (climbing and rings). A duo of Sokol gymnasts, Ladislav Vacha and Emanuel
Loffler, starred at the next Olympic Games in Amsterdam in 1928. Vacha won gold
in bars and silver in rings, and Loffler silver in vault and bronze in rings. The Sokols
also confirmed their world class with second position in the team competition. The
1936 Olympics in Berlin turned into a pompous demonstration of Nazi regime power.
The fight between the representatives of the two large athletic systems, Sokol and
Turner, brought about one of the highlights of the games 1n the form of the ring set
by Alois Hudec that entered the history of the Olympic Games. It was also the first
female competition 1n gymnastics. The Sokol team was second after the German
gymnasts.

1. Alois Hudec'’s set also caught the attention of the German documentarist,
Leni Riefenstahl, who honoured his victory in the Olympia document
