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Sokoloveé v zahranici

Nejvétsiho rozkvétu dosahlo zahranicni sokolské hnuti ve Spojenych statech
americkych. Prvni jednota vznikla v St. Louis jiz v Gnoru 1865, o rok pozdéji
nasledovala v Chicagu a postupné se tvorily dalsi a dalsi. V srpnu 1878 se v Chicagu
sesli delegati 10 sokolskych jednot, aby zalozili vlastni Gstfedni organizaci -
Narodni jednotu sokolskou. Svétovy rozmer ale ziskalo sokolské hnuti predevsim
svoji zakladatelskou misi ve slovanskych zemich, kde sokolské spolky prevzaly
dilezitou funkci pfi snahach o narodni sebeurceni a nezavislost jednotlivych statd.
Nejstarsi zahranicni sokolsky spolek vznikl jiz v roce 1863 ve slovinské Lublani.

V oblastech pozdéjsi Jugoslavie se vyvinulo hnuti vyslovené nacionalné obranného
charakteru. Prvni chorvatsky spolek byl zalozen v roce 1874 v Zahtebu. V kralovstvi
Srbl vystoupil jiz existujici bélehradsky télocvicny spolek poprvé pod nazvem

Sokol v roce 1891. Do Bulharska se sokolska idea dostala prostrednictvim Ceskych
zeleznicnich odbornikd, ktefi v roce 1879 zalozili v Sofi1 balkansky Sokol. Zasadni
vyznam mélo sokolské hnuti 1 v Polsku, kde povazovaly sokolské spolky samy sebe
za hraz proti germanizaci. V roce 1893 vznikl v Poznani Svaz polskych spolkd ve
Velkopolsku, ktery pozdéji nesl nazev Svaz polskych sokolt v Némecké fisi. V Rusku
se sokolské hnuti snazil propagovat uz Miroslav TyrsS. Prvni spolek byl v mésté Tiflis
zalozen v roce 1898. V roce 1910 vznikl Svaz ruského sokolstva. V roce 1908 dostala
sokolska mise ve slovanskych zemich pevnéjsi organizacni ramec vznikem Svazu
slovanského sokolstva.

Sokols Abroad

The greatest boom of the foreign Sokol movement was in the United States of
America. The first union was established in St. Louis in February 1865, a year

later in Chicago, and subsequently unions formed all over the country. In August
1878, the delegates of 10 Sokol unions met in Chicago to found their own central
organisation — the National Sokol Union. However, the Sokol Movement acquired its
global dimension mainly through its foundation mission in Slavic countries, where
Sokol unions accepted an important function in efforts for national identity and
the independence of individual states. The oldest foreign Sokol union was founded
in Slovenian Ljubljana in 1863. The movement in the area of the later Yugoslavia
had a national-defensive character. The first Croatian union was founded in Zagreb
in 1874. In Serbia, the Belgrade sports union first performed under the Sokol
name in 1891. The Sokol idea reached Bulgaria through Czech railway experts who
founded the Balkan Sokol in Sofia in 1879. The Sokol movement in Poland also had
fundamental significance as the Sokol unions considered themselves to be a barrier
against Germanisation. In 1893, the Association of Polish Unions in Velkopolska
was founded in Poznan, later called the Association of Polish Sokols in the German
Reich. In Russia, the Sokol movement was already promoted by Miroslav Tyrs. The
first union was founded 1n the city of Tiflis in 1898. In 1910, the Association of
Russian Sokol Unions was established. In 1908, the Sokol mission in Slavic countries
acquired a more solid organisational framework thanks to the foundation of the
Association of the Slavic Sokol Movement.
