Jeji autor,
FrantiSek Pechacek, byl muzem napliujicim celym svym zivotem sokolské idealy. Narodil
se 15. Unora 1896 v Zahornici u Méstce Kralové. Vétsinu mladi ale stravil v Nové Pace,
kde v mistnim Sokole vynikal nejprve jako cvicenec na naradi a pozdéji 1 jako (spésny
cvicitel dorostu 1 muzd. Po 1. svetové valce vstoupil do ceskoslovenské armady, stal se
poddistojnikem a vedl Skolu pro vycvik télesné zdatnosti armady. Soucasné byl

i cvicitelem karlinského Sokola. Stal se Elenem zavodniho druzstva Ceskoslovenské obce
sokolské, s nimz dosahl rady mezinarodnich Gspéchu. Po odchodu z armady se stal zahy
cvicitelem a pozdéji 1 vedoucim stalych Skol obce sokolské v TyrSové domé. Po okupaci
ceskych zemi bezezbytku naplnil zavérecna slova jeho ,Prisahy republice”: , Stojime
pevné, pripraveni s novou silou za lepsi pristi své drahé vlasti 1 bojovat.” Manzelé
Pechackovi skutecné bojovali. FrantiSek se stal ¢lenem ilegalni sokolské organizace
Jindra, v niZ zastaval funkci zemského velitele pro Cechy. Podilel se na ukryvani
parasutistu z Velké Britanie 1 na pripravach atentatu na Heydricha. Po zatéeni statecné
odolaval muceni. Jeho manzelka Emilie byla zavrazdéna 26. ledna 1943 v Mauthausenu.
FrantiSek Pechacek zemrel na stejném misté 3. Gnora 1944.

Frantisek Pechacek -
The Story of the Man from the Poster

Suk’s march “V novy zivot” sounds through the Strahov Stadium and 30 thousand
Sokol members enter through the Gate of Champions. The most impressive moment
of Sokol Slet X — and maybe of the entire history of the Sokol Movement - is about
to begin: the Slet piece “Oath to the Republic”. Its author, FrantiSek Pechacek, was a
man fulfilling the Sokol ideals with his entire life. He was born on 15 February 1896
in Zahornice u Méstce Kralové. However, he spent most of his youth in Nova Paka,
where he was an excellent gymnast at the local Sokol gym, and later a successful
trainer of juniors and men. After WWI, he joined the Czechoslovak Army, became a
non-commissioned officer, and managed a school for physical fitness training in the
Army. He also trained at the Sokol in Karlin. He became a member of the competition
team of the Czech Sokol Society, with which he achieved much international success.
After he left the Army, he became a trainer and later also the head of the permanent
schools of the Sokol Society at Tyrs's House. After the occupation of the Czech

lands, he completely fulfilled the final words of his Oath to the Republic: “We are
standing strong, prepared to fight with a new power for the better future of our
beloved homeland.” Pechacek and his wife really fought. FrantiSek became a member
of an illegal Sokol organisation called Jindra, where he functioned as the district
commander for Bohemia. He participated in hiding parachutists from Great Britain,
and in the preparation of the assassination of Heydrich. He bravely faced torture
after being arrested. His wife Emilie was murdered in Mauthausen on 26 January
1943. FrantiSek Pechacek died in the same place on 3 February 1944.
