Po nastupu nacistl k moci v sousednim Némecku v roce 1933 se situace Ceskoslovenska
rok od roku zhorSovala. Boj o existenci samostatného statu vrcholil v roce 1938. 22. zari
byla ymenovana arednicka vlada obrany republiky pod vedenim generala Jana Syrového.
Jejim €lenem se stal jako ministr bez portfeje i starosta Ceskoslovenské obce sokolské
FrantiSek Bukovsky. Sokolové se spolu s dalsSimi ¢eskymi spolky obratili provolanim na
prezidenta Edvarda Benese: ,,Muz, jenz mluvi dnes yménem velkého sousedniho naroda,
nam pohrozil, Ze nas prepadne, nepristoupime-li ihned na jeho podminky, jaké se vkladaji
na hlavu porazenym. Kdybychom jim vyhoveéli, vyrkli bychom sami nad sebou ortel

smrti, mravni a nakonec 1 hmotné. Vime, pane presidente, co v této chvili znamena nase
nedavné slovo... Dovedeme rozeznat, kdy je treba jednat a kdy bojovat. Bude-li zapotrebi
bojovat, dovedeme to... Nebojte se o budoucnost viasti.” 0 osudu vlasti ale rozhodl;
predstavitelé velmoci. Stupnujici se pozadavky Némecka vedly k vyhlaseni mobilizace
ceskoslovenské armady. Kratce poté nastal jeden z nejtragictéjsich okamziku nasich
déjin. Dne 29. zafi se v Mnichove setkali nejvyssi predstavitelé Némecka, Italie, Velké
Britanie a Francie. K boji odhodlana a dobre pripravena ceskoslovenska armada byla na
zakladé osudné mnichovské dohody prinucena kapitulovat a bez boje vydat pohraniéni

oblasti statu nepriteli.

Sokol at the Time of the
Threat to the Republic

When the Nazis took power in neighbouring Germany in 1933, the situation in
Czechoslovakia worsened year by year. The fight for the existence of an independent
state culminated in 1938. On 22 September, a government of officials for the Republic
defence was appointed under the command of General Jan Syrovy. FrantiSek Bukovsky,
the Mayor of the Czechoslovak Sokol Society also became its member as a minister
without portfolio. The Sokol unions together with other Czech associations turned

to President Edvard BenesS with the proclamation: “The man who speaks in the name

of the great neighbouring nation, has threatened that he will attack us if we do not
accept his conditions immediately, conditions that are put on the heads of the defeated.
If we meet those conditions, we would be declaring a death sentence over ourselves,
morally and eventually matenially. We know Mr. President what your words spoken
recently mean... We can recognise when it is necessary to act and when to fight. If
needed, we will fight, we know how... Do not worry about the future of your country.”
However, the representatives of the powers decided to take the future of our country
into their own hands. The growing requirements of Germany led to the mobilisation of
the Czechoslovak Army. Soon afterwards, one of the most tragic events in our history
occurred. On 29 September, the top representatives of Germany, Italy, Great Britain and
France met in Munich. The Czechoslovak Army, well-prepared and determined to fight,
was forced to capitulate and surrender the borderlands to the enemy on the basis of the
fatal Munich Agreement.
